
Stayman for the Minors

In order to investigate minor as well as major suit fits for slam purposes, assuming 2S and 2NT are not available (transfers?), then over 2C:


2D =  no 4 card minor, therefore at least one major


2H = 4 hearts and a minor


2S = 4 spades and a minor


2NT = at least one minor, 12 hcp


3C = 5 clubs 13/14 hcp


3D = 5 diamonds 13/14 hcp


3H = both minors, 3H and 13/14 hcp


3NT = 3-3-(4)-(3), 13,14 hcp
Over 2D

Responder bids his lowest major to initiate fit finding and opener rebids NT quantitatively without a fit/4 card major.  Due to this 2C Stayman may only be used on 11+ hands.
With no 4 card major responder bids NT quantitatively.

Over 2H/ 2S

Responder bids 3C to ask for the minor


3D = diamonds


3H = clubs

Over 2NT

Responder asks with 3C


3D = 3-3-4-3


3H = 2-3-4-4


3S = 3-2-4-4


3N =3-3-3-4


4C = 5 clubs


4D = 5 diamonds
